Our children will not be able to live in peace 
until a majority of the people of the world 
adopt an all-inclusive view of religion and 
spirituality. Recent world events have 
demonstrated that our lives literally depend on a 
unified understanding of the concepts of God 
and religion. Religious prejudice has lead to 
rampant brutality and greater devastation.

Just as the peoples of the world have come to 
recognize the need for universal human rights, 
so should they acknowledge the oneness of all 
the world's religions. The aim of the lesson 
plans on www.spiritual-education.org is to 
provide a systematic means for building a 
foundation for understanding the nature 
and purpose of religion.

These materials were developed in response to a 
need for spiritual and moral education that 
embraces parents and children of various 
ethnic and religious backgrounds. Our work 
is inspired by the fundamental teachings of the 
Baha'i Faith - the Oneness of God, the Oneness 
of Religion, and the Oneness of Mankind. 

There are three parts in each lesson: 

(1) Direct use of the Sacred Writings of 
the world's religious traditions

like which ones?
• Proverbs
• Verses from the Quran
• the Baha’i Unity Prayer
• the Lord’s Prayer
• African traditional “Song of Praise”

(2) Hands-on learning activities to 
deepen understanding

like what?
• how are spiritual teachings like dye?
• how is your soul like a paper airplane?
• the True Seeker telephone game 

(3) Stories to deepen perception and 
encourage eloquent expression

like which ones?
• the five blind men and the elephant
• Mohammad and the thief
• Noah and the Rainstorm
